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ARCHIVAL EXHIBITION AT WINTER PARK HISTORICAL ARCHIVES
The Winter Park Historical Association has opened an exhibition in the Archives Office at Casa Feliz. The exhibition celebrates the life of Grace Krick Sanford, and her long​time support of Altrusa International, Inc. of Orlando-Winter Park. Grace was a long​time resident of Winter Park, musician, composer, performer and teacher. Grace and her husband, Harold, spent 40 years touring the country with their Concert for Two Pianos. Grace shared her talent through teaching and judging choral competitions. She promoted young singers and musicians through her work with the Wednesday Music Club of Orlando and Winter Park. Harold and Grace retained music programs and travel brochures throughout their lives together. Family photographs, documents and music programs were donated to the Winter Park Historical Association in 2005. The association also received two paintings; a young Grace Sanford seated at the piano, and a portrait of her Grandmother Love (Lydia Anne Hutchinson Love).

Grace was charter member of the Altrusa Club of Winter Park in 1956 and served as the local club president. She was made an emeritus member in 1992. Following her death in 2003 a bequest of $10,000 was given to Altrusa to be used for music scholarships. The 2008 scholarship has been awarded to the Florida Symphony Youth Orchestra.

The display will feature scrapbooks from both Altrusa and the Florida Symphony Youth Orchestra, several items from the Historical Association’s Grace K. Sanford Collection and the two paintings. The Altrusa/Sanford exhibition will be on display through October 15, 2008.
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The archive is located at Casa Feliz, 656 North Park Avenue, Winter Park, and is generally open Mondays-Fridays from 9am to noon.
