The 
Fund is administered by the Altrusa Club of 
Orlando ï Winter Park of which Mss Mathews 
was a member.  The grants are awarded by the 
art faculty and administration of the individual 
institutions as they see fit.  
  
Miss Mathews received her early art training at 
the Chicago Academy of Find Arts, graduated 
from the Art Institute of Chicago, and did 
graduate work at the University of Wisconsin.  
She also studied at the Saugatuck, MI School 
of Painting.  Miss Mathews was a member of 
the honorary art society, Delta Phi Delta.   A 
versatile artist, she worked in commercial art 
and interior design, and her paintings were 
exhibited in numerous one-woman shows 
throughout the country. 
 
Miss Mathews first became an Altrusan in 1926 
in Madison, WI and became a member of the 
Altrusa Club of Orlando ï Winter Park in 1965.  
Eleanor J. Mathews died on August 11, 1980; 
her legacy continues to assist rising young 
artists.
